· WTP Chief Operator Durfee said he met with Tim Moran and Justin Lane about the right of way for the reservoir. That he will be calling Aquastone about the leak in the tank. We won best tasting water in Wyoming County.
· WWTP Chief Operator Beitz talked about his bio permit was being accepted by DEC with routine training programs, fuel spill kit along with three more extinguishers. We had many violations with the last weather events. He is completing the paperwork. The compost building that is in need of help. He also talked about how the boy scouts are not keeping true to their word and not keeping the monument area mowed and trimmed.
