2025-122 Village of Attica Water Treatment Plant Improvements Project Authorization to Advertise For Construction Bids
Recommended Action: that the Village Board of Trustees authorizes the advertisement, receipt, and opening of construction bids on behalf of said Board as per Bid Documents prepared in partnership with LaBella for the Village of Attica Water Treatment Plant Improvements Project.


WHEREAS,
1. The purpose hereinafter described consists of water system capital improvements authorized to be undertaken by the Village Board of Trustees pursuant to the Village Law; 

2. Village of Attica, acting as lead agency, wishes to advertise and receive construction bids for the Village of Attica Water Treatment Plant Improvements Project;

3. The Village has contracted with a qualified professional design firm, LaBella Associates, DPC, (“LaBella”) to prepare plans, specifications, cost estimates, and such data as the Board deems necessary; 

4. The Village anticipates Bid Documents, including the necessary plans and specifications, will be ready to be advertised publicly to begin the competitive bidding process in November 2025;

5. The Village Administrator will, in November 2025 on the Board’s behalf, review the Bid Advertisement prepared by LaBella and, once finalized, advertise it publicly;

6. Pursuant to New York State Executive Law, Article 15-A and New York Code of Rules and Regulations, Title 5 (5 NYCRR) Parts 140-145 (Regulations of the Commissioner of Economic Development), the Village will make good faith efforts to solicit bid participation from Certified Minority- and Women-Owned Business Enterprises (“MWBEs”) and Service-Disabled Veteran-Owned Business Enterprises (“SDVOBs”);

7. The Village now desires to commence the competitive bidding process.

2025-123 State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQRA) Negative Declaration of Environmental Significance for Village of Attica Water Treatment Plant Improvements Project
Recommended Action: The Village Board declares that it will serve as Lead Agency for the Village of Attica WTP Improvements Project and The Village Board declares that, based on the Environmental Record which has been prepared, the project will result in no major impacts and, therefore, will not cause significant damage to the environment.  A Negative Declaration under SEQRA is therefore issued for this project. 

WHEREAS,
1. The Board of Trustees of the Village of Attica (hereinafter the “Village Board”) initiated a SEQRA review for the Village of Attica Water Treatment Plant (WTP) Improvements Project. 

2. The project involves improvements to the Village’s WTP located at 3368 Dunbar Road in the Village of Attica (SBL 19.-1-54) and a portion of (No #) Dunbar Road (SBL 19.-1-58). An engineering evaluation of the Village of Attica WTP confirms its treatment processes lack sufficient capacity for design flows and relies on non-functional or deteriorated equipment in need of replacement. In recent years, the WTP has failed to meet National Primary Drinking Water Standards (NPDW) concerning minimum percent total organic carbon removal and distribution system disinfection byproducts (DBPs). The proposed improvements are necessary to ensure WTP reliability and safe drinking water for service area residents. The proposed improvements include:

· Construction of a new pole barn on the same parcel as the existing lagoons north of Dunbar Road (SBL 19.-1-58) to serve as the new WTP building.

· Addition of effluent pumps to pump treated effluent to the existing potable water storage tank.

· Decommission the backwash supply tank.

· Construction of a third lagoon adjacent to the two existing lagoons.

The building expansion and pumphouse will facilitate the installation of new treatment systems. Proposed site improvements, including those necessary for the new WTP building, include driveway modification, fill and grading, relocation of overhead electrical lines, buried piping modifications, and exterior pump enclosure removal. Overall, the amount of ground disturbance will be limited to ±2.2 acres.

3. The Village intends to pursue NY State Revolving Fund financing as administered by the New York State Environmental Facilities Corporation (NYS EFC) which requires State Environmental Review Process (SERP) compliance. To comply with SERP, unless the project is a Type II Action exempt from SEQR, it generally must be treated as a Type I Action under SEQR and is subject to a coordinated review. 

4. On September 16, 2025, the Village Board classified the Project as a Type 1 Action under SEQRA and declared its intent to serve as Lead Agency. 
5. On September 18, 2025, the Village Board notified the involved and interested agencies of its intent to serve as Lead Agency for the Project and circulated Part 1 of the Full EAF. 

6. Comments received on the project have been addressed in Parts 2 and 3 of the Environmental Assessment Form.  The Village Board will continue to work with Federal, State and local agencies until all necessary permits and approvals have been obtained.
7. The Village Board has considered the Environmental Record prepared for this action, including any comments received from the Involved Agencies, and the proposed Negative Declaration.
